7.7TEVACUATION /CLEARING OF UNAUTHORISED REFUSE DUMPS

The district had received reports from chiefs and some Assembly members from their electoral
areas on unapproved refuse dumps in their communities. In view of this, the Environmental Health
and Sanitation Unit also conducted thorough inspection on terefase dumps and across the
district for an action to be taken. During the inspection, it has been found that heap of refuse dumps
where recalcitrant community folks used as open defecation grounds. It is again exposing the
communities to faeco oral ieftions such as cholera, diarrhea, typhoid fever, dysentery and
infestation of house flies, mosquitoes, pollution of the atmosphere with offensive odor and pollution

of underground and surface waters.

Due to unsightly condition and threat to public healltie District has put resources together to

clear some of these heaps of refuse dumps in the following communities;

9.0 Liquid Waste Management

Human excreta disposal Management still remain gdsighallengsin theDistrict, taken
recognize to the woefully inadequate household latrines in the present flugopteation,

pressure is mounted on the few public toilet hence derailing the proper function of some of the
public toilets.

Moreover, the improper management of the public toilet by individual has resulted in a very
offensive odour emanating from some loé facilities making users to open defecation which also
has health complications such as cholera, outbreak etc.

Another area of concern is sullage management in most communities which the practice of
indiscriminate disposal of bathhouse waste water exsignation. The Environmental Health
Unit during the first quarter embarked on public sanitation education campaign in problematic
communities with regards to proper sullage management by community folks through the
construction of soak away pits anatch pit to curb the unsightly scene and stagnation with it
attendant breeding mosquitoes.

10. ODISINFECTION AND DIS INFESTATION (FUMIGATION)

Under the year reviewhe Zoomlion Ghana Limited together with the EnvironmentalltHdanit
embarked on quarterly fumigation exerciseaious locations withithe district This activity was
geared towards eradication of insects, rodents, reptiles and other organisms within the area.
